Step 1. Data Migration

The CaGBC will be sending your LEED AP information to the GBCI in May. If vou do
not want yvour information sent to the GBCI you must complete the form below by

the 14™ May. By opting out, however, your information will no longer appear in
any LEED AP Directory, you will not have the opportunity to become a LEED AP
with specialty, and you will not be able to enrol in the credential maintenance
program. All LEED AP's in the Directory will be emailed the letter below to the
email address in the LEED AP Directory.
